Him in Whose Hand my soul is, surely [Isa (Jesus)], the son
of Maryam (Mary) 35 will shortly descend amongst you
(Muslims), and will judge mankind justly by the law of the
Quran (as a just ruler); he will break the Cross and kill the
pigs and there will be no Jizyah" (i.e. taxation taken from
non-Muslims). Money will be in abundance so that nobody
will accept it, and a single prostration to Allah (in prayer) will
be better than the whole world and whatever is in it.” Abu
Hurairah added: “If you wish, you can recite (this Verse of
the Quran): “And there is none of the people of the
Scripture (Jews and Christians) but must believe in him [i.e.
‘Isa (Jesus) s as a Messenger of Allah and a human being]|
before his [Isa (Jesus) %& or a Jew’s or Christian’s] death,
and on the Day of Resurrection, he [‘Isa (Jesus) %&] will be a
witness against them.”

The people,
therefore, came to him and dismantled his hermitage and expelled
him out of it and abused him. Juraij performed ablution and
offered prayer, and then came to the child and said: “O child! Who
is your father?” The child replied, “The shepherd,” (after hearing
this) the people said, “We shall rebuild your hermitage of gold,”
but he said: “No, of nothing but mud.” (The third was the hero of
the following story): A lady from Bani Israel was nursing her child
at her breast when a handsome rider passed by her. She said, “O
Allah! Make my child like him.” On that the child left her breast
and facing the rider said: “O Allah! Do not make me like him.”
The child then started to suck her breast again. [Abu Hurairah
further said, “As if T were now looking at the Prophet £ sucking
his finger (in way of demonstration).”] After a while they (some
people) passed by, with a lady slave and she (i.e. the child’s mother)
said,“O Allah! Do not make my child like this (slave-girl)!” On that
the child left her breast, and said, “O Allah! Make me like her.”
