(1) (V.1:2) Lord: The actual word used in the Qur'dn is Rabb. There is no proper
equivalent for Rabb in the English language. It means the One and the Only Lord for all
the universe. its Creator, Owner, Organizer, Provider, Master, Planner. Sustainer,
Cherisher, and Giver of security. Rabb is also one of the Names of Allah.

We have used the word “Lord" as the nearest to Rabb. All occurrences of “Lord” in the
interpretation of the meanings of the Noble Qur'dn actually mean Rabb and should be
understood as such. :

(2) (V.1:2). Narrated Abu Sa‘id bin Al-Mu‘alla: While I was praying in the mosque, Allah’s
Messenger 3 called me but 1 did not respond to him. Later 1 said, “O Allah’s Messenger,
I was praying.” He said, “Didn’t Allah say, ‘Answer Allah (by obeying Him) and His
Messenger when he (32) calls you.” ™ (V.8:24).

He then said to me, “T will teach you a Sirak which is the greatest Sarah in the Qur'an,
before you leave the mosque.” Then he got hold of my hand, and when he intended to
leave (the mosque), T said to him, “Didn’t you say to me, ‘T will teach you a Sirah which is
the greatest Sirah in the Quran?’ ™ He said, “4l-Hamdu lillahi Rabbil-‘alamin [i.. all the
praises and thanks be to Allah, the Lord of the ‘4lamin (mankind, jinn and all that exists)],
Surat Al-Fatihah which is As-Sab‘ Al-Mathani (i.e. the seven repeatedly recited Verses) and
the Grand Qur’an which has been given to me.” [Sahih Al-Bukhari, 6/4474 (O.P.)].

(3) (V.1:6) Guidance is of two kinds:

a) Guidance of Taufig and it is totally from Allah, i.e. Allah opens one’s heart to receive
the truth (from disbelief to Belief in Islaimic Monotheism),

b) Guidance of Jrshad through preaching by Allah’s Messengers and pious preachers who
preach the truth, i.e. Islimic Monotheism. 3

who were first and foremost to believe in him. like Abu Bakr As-Siddig), the martyrs and

Bukhari,, 1/756 (Q.P.723)]. _

(4) (V.1:7): Nar(rated Ab\j; Hurairah <= & =, Allih's Messenger # said, “When the Imam
says: Ghairil-maghdubi ‘alaihim walad-dallin [i.e. not the way of those who earned You'.r
Anger, nor the way of those who went astray (1:7)), then you must say, Amlh. for I.f'one :
utterance of Amin coincides with that of the angels, then his past sins will be forgiven.

(1) (V.1:7) Narrated Adi bin Hitim < & _o,: | asked Allih's Messenger s about the
Statement of Allah: 1. JLay, be = osa0 & Ghainl maghdubi ‘alaihim [not (the way) of
those who earned Your Anger],” he = replied: “They are the Jews”. And 2. “_Juaiy,
Walad-dallin (nor of those who went astray),” he s replied: “The Christians, and they are
the ones who went astray”. [This Hadith is quoted by At-Tirmidhi and Abu Dawid).

(2) (V.1:7) Narration about Zaid bin ‘Amr bin Nufail.

Narrated ‘Abdullah bin ‘Umar L« 4 . The Prophet j5 met Zaid bin ‘Amr bin Nufail in
the bottom of (the valley of) Baldah before the descent of any Divine revelation to the
Prophet 2z . A meal was presented to the Prophet 3& but he refused to eat from it. (Then
it was presented to Zaid) who said, “I do not eat anything which you slaughter on your
Nusub* in the name of your idols. I eat only those (animals) on which Allih’s Name has
been mentioned at the time of (their) slaughtering.” Zaid bin ‘Amr used to criticise the
way Quraish used to slaughter their animals and used to say,“Alldh has created the sheep
and He has sent the water for it from the sky, and He has grown the grass for it from the
earth; yet you slaughter it in others than the Name of Allih.” He used to say so, for he
rejected that practice and considered it as something abominable, [Sahih Al-Bukhari, 5/3826
(O.P.169)].

Narrated Ibn ‘Umar s 4 ,: Zaid bin ‘Amr bin Nufail went to Sham (the region
comprising Syria, Lebanon, Palestine and Jordan), enquiring about a true religion to follow.
He met a Jewish religious scholar and asked him about their religion. He said, “I intend to
embrace your religion, so tell me something about it.” The Jew said, “You will not
embrace our religion unless you receive your share of Allih’s Anger.” Zaid said, “I do not
run except from Allah’s Anger, and I will never bear a bit of it if I have the power to avoid
it. Can you tell me of some other religion?” He said, “I do not know any other religion
except Hanif (Islamic Monotheism).” Zaid enquired, “What is Hanif?"" He said, “Hanif is
the religion of (the Prophet) Abraham (.5 ), he was neither a Jew nor a Christian, and
he used to worship none but Alldh [(Alone) — Islamic Monotheism].” Then Zaid went out
and met a Christian religious scholar and told him the same (as before). The Christian
said, “You will not embrace our religion unless you get a share of Allih’s Curse.” Zaid
replied, “I do not run except from Allih’s Curse, and I will never bear any of Alldh’s Curse
and His Anger if | have the power to avoid them. Will you tell me of some other
religion?” He replied, “lI do not know any other religion except Hanif (Islamic
Monotheism).” Zaid enquired, “What is Hanif?" He replied “Hanif is the religion of (the
Prophet) Abraham (,w.' ..) he was neither a Jew nor a Christian, (and he used to worship
none but Allah [(Alone) — Isldmic Monotheism].” When Zaid heard their statement about
(the religion of) Abraham, he left that place, and when he came out, he raised both his
hands and said, “O Allah! | make You my Witness that I am on the religion of Abraham”,
[Sahih Al-Bukhan, 5/3827 (O.P.169)].

Narrated Asma’ bint Abu Bakr wee 4 2,0 | saw Zaid bin ‘Amr bin Nufail standing with
his back against the Ka‘bah and saying, “O people of Quraish! By Allih, none amongst you
is on the religion of Abraham except me.” She added: He (Zaid) used to preserve the=
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Sunnah)") which has been sent down (revealed)
to you (Muhammad # ) and in that which was
sent down before you [the Taurat (Torah) and
the Injil (Gospel)] and they believe with
certainty in the Hereafter. (Resurrection,
recompense of their good and bad deeds,
Paradise and Hell).

5. They are on (true) guidance from their Lord,
and they are the successful.

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(1) (V.2:3): Al-Ghaib: literally means a thing not seen. But this word includes vast
meanings: Belief in Allih, Angels, Holy Books, Allih’s Messengers, Day of Resurrection
and Al-Qadar (Divine Preordainments). It also includes what Allah and His Messenger &
informed about the knowledge of the matters of past, present, and future, e.g., news about
the creation of the heavens and earth, botanical and zoological life, the news about the
nations of the past, and about Paradise and Hell.

(2) (V.2:3): Igamat-as-Saldt s».a) 261 : The performance of Salar (prayers). It means that:

a) Every Muslim, male or female, is obliged to offer his Salar (prayers) regularly five times
a day at the specified times; the male in a mosque in congregation and the female at
home. As the Prophet s has said: “Order your children to perform Salar (prayers) at the
age of seven and beat them (about it) at the age of ten.” The chief (of a family, town,
tribe) and the Muslim rulers of a country are held responsible before Allah in case of non-
fulfillment of this obligation by the Muslims under their authority.

b) One must offer the Salar (prayers) as the Prophet 3 used to offer them with all their rules
and regulations, i.e., standing, bowing, prostrating, sitting, as he 3% has said: “Offer your Salat
(prayers) the way you see me performing them.” [See Sahih Al-Bukhari, 1/631(O.P.604) and
9/7246 (O.P.352)] [For the characteristics of the Saldr (prayer) of the Prophet 3§ see Sahih
Al-Bukhari, 1/735, 736, 737, 766, 823, 824 (O.P.702, 703, 704, 733, 786, 787)].

(3) (V.2:3) Zakat 5 : A certain fixed proportion of the wealth and of every kind of the
property liable to Zakdt of a Muslim to be paid yearly for the benefit of the poor in the
Muslim community. The payment of Zakat is obligatory as it is one of the five pillars of
Islam. Zakar is the major economic means for establishing social justice and leading the
Muslim socicty to prosperity and security. [See Sahih Al-Bukhari, Book of Zakat, No. 24]

Narrated Abu Hurairah <= 41 . ,: The Prophet # said, “On the Day of Resurrection Allih
will grasp the whole (planet of) earth (by His Hand) and shall roll up the heaven with His
Right Hand and say, ‘I am the King. Where are the kings of the earth?” [Sahih Al-
Bukhari, 977382 (O.P.479)]

(3) (V.114:4) Narrated Abu Hurairah < & s, Allah's Messenger # said, “The (Hell)
Fire is surrounded by all kinds of desires and passions, while Paradise is surrounded by all
kinds of disliked undesirable things."* [Sahih Al-Bukhari, 8/6487 (O.P.494)]

The Prophet # said, “To worship Him (Alldh) Alone and to join none in worship with
Him (Allah). Do you know what their right upon Him is?” I replied, “Allah and His
Messenger know better.” The Prophet i said, “Not to punish them (if they did so).”
[Sahih Al-Bukhari, 9/7373 (O.P.470))

B) Narrated Abu Sa‘id Al-Khudri < 4i s, A man heard another man reciting: ‘Say (O

- Muhammad): “He is Allah, (the) One.” (112:1) And he recited it repeatedly. When it was

morning, he went to the Prophet #& and informed him about that as if he considered that
the recitation of that Sarah by itself was not enough. Alldh's Messenger # said, “By Him
in Whose Hand my soul is, it is equal to one-third of the Qur'dn.” [Sahih Al-Bukhari, 9/
7374 (O.P.AT1)]

C) Narrated ‘Aishah y= & s, : The Prophet 3 sent (an army unit) under the command
of a man who used to lead his companions in the prayers and would finish his recitation
with (the Sirah 112): ‘Say (O Muhammad): “He is Allah, (the) One.” (112:1). When they
returned (from the battle), they mentioned that to the Prophet i . He said (to them),
"Ankhimwhyhcdoesso.”'l'heynskndbimandhesaid,“ldosohecanseitmentiomlhe
Qualities of the Most Gracious and I love to recite it (in my prayer).” The Prophet i said
(to them). “Tell him that Allah loves him.” [Sahih Al-Bukhari, 9/7375 (O.P472)]
